JERSEY METEOROLOGICAL SERVICE

This week proposals were approved by the Environment & Public Services,  Finance & Economics and Harbours & Airport Committees on the principles to be adopted for the early transfer of responsibility for the Jersey Meteorological Service to the Environment & Public Services Committee.

The three Committees have confirmed that, in the future, the locally based service should be maintained.  The Environment & Public Services Committee will take responsibility from 1 January 2004 for the provision of the service to each of the four present customer groups:

· Jersey Airport

· Guernsey Airport

· Jersey Public Services

· Guernsey Public Services

The service will continue to be physically based at the Airport and provided under service agreements.

A commitment has been made by all parties  to reviewing the Met services, and their cost base, during the next two years.  From 2004 the Met services will be funded from General Revenues rather than from the Airport Trading Account
The Committees are grateful for the work of its Chief Officers, officer working group and in particular the Principal Met Officer, Anthony Pallot, for their efforts in enabling this change as part of changes in establishing the integrated Department for the Environment.
